NinaAxelson (Outreach Coordinator) caled the meeting to order and introduced Interim
Facilitator Tom Vandervoort. Axelson was asked to clarify the process for comment tracking,
which included archiving comments from thelistserv. Theagenda was modfied and approved.

| ssues and Questions

Pete Klein (St. Paul Port Authority DSPPA) addressed multiple issues raised at prior meetings
conflicts of interest bang the primary topic. Schultz noted that he believed al members have an
agenda for participating with RCAP and that this did not preclude any specific members from
participating. Schultz further requested that persond attacks onthelistserv cease.  Watters
explained her professiond invavement with the City of St. Paul@ econamic development plan,
noted the plan did not address the Rock-Tenn issue and explained her additiondl relationships
with business and community groups. McGinley explained his company, (Louck and
Assodates,) has professiond conrectionswith SPPA, but does not offer any servicesreative to
this project. McGinley was asked by the Midway Chamber to bearepresentative due to his
scientific background Klein conwveyed that SPPA did not find any legd conflicts of interest, but
would follow up on any addtional concerns Welnaexplained his contribution for Neighbors
Againg theBurner (NAB) adsin theHighland Villager as an interest in bringing visibility to this
publicissueand that thework did not bring any persond financia gain. Hass requested that all
conflict of interest inquiries be made public by SPPA.

Klein addressed the SPPA memo regarding the perceived conflict of interest with Market Street
Energy (MSE). MSE will not advise SPPA onwho will operate the proposed facility. Andit
has not been finalized tha SPPA will own the proposed facility. Schutz noted that RCAP and
the publicis aware of MSEs interest in operating a plant, and that this will not prevent
information from being critically reviewed. Welna expressed a concern that MSE did not apply



for ther role through an open process. Additional concerns were shared regarding negative
perception in the public forum and the importance of considering expertise outside of MSE.
RCAP agreed to move forward from theissues of conflict of interest.

Klein explained that information would be brought forward in January to discuss plant sizein
rdationship to the 6 point of thelegidation, exploring potentia additiona uses. HDR, Barr,
and Solberg will be working on energy conservation opportunities and identifying other loca
emissions (5-mileradiug). Questionsraised: Who is on record as the House Author (Hilti or
Hausman)? How does a 5-mile radius contribute to sizing the plant? What is the appropriate
size to improve the most immediate air quality? What economies of scale may be involved? What
is the infrastructure need for a district energy system? What potential emission sources could be
taken offline from a new facility? What criteria would justify building a larger plant?

Dr. Paul Conrett Blndneration versus Zero Waste

Dr. Conndt has spent 23 yearsinvdved in theincineation debate in the US and internationdly.
Since 1995 heis not aware of any new mgor incineration projects. Primary issues aganst
incinerators included; the generation of poory handed toxic ash, generation of poory monitored
and tested toxic air emissions lack of sustainability, size of investment (emphasis on equipment
cods versus new jobg, lack of public support and participation in decison-making for new
projects. Dr. Connet highlighted issues with ash management and the creation of dangerous
nanoparticles. Also noting therelationship of particulate matter to urban morbidity, based on
Size, source, and the creation of exotic compoundnanoparticles from incineration. Dr. Connet
explained the Ingtitute of Medicine@® 2003study of dioxin, which asserts correlation of dioxin to
adverse impacts on neurodevelopment, neurobehavior, homond systems and theimmune
system. Dr. Conndt noted that strong regulations adequate monitoring and tough enforcement
would protect the public from toxic emissions. Dr. Conrett encouraged a shift to Zero Waste as
asolution based on saying no to incinerators, landfills, and throwaway sodety through indugria
responsibility, community responsibility, and good leadership. Dr. Conrett asked that
stakeholders focusimproving the capture rate of reusables, recyclables, and clean compostables,
developing local use for materias, recommend better indugria designson packaging, and
aternatives to toxicsin produds.

RCAP exchanged in aquestion period with Dr. Connét. He explained that a naturd gas bumer
might bethe best dternative for the project, with offsets of nonsustainable natura gas source
through solar andwind. Dr. Conrett noted that in order to examine the capture of dioxin, RCAP
should ask al incinerators in Minnesota for dioxin measuresin raw dataand useit for thecreation
of thar hedlth risk assessment. Dr. Connet explained tha the big shift towards Zero Waste lies
in the politicd will to create change and focus on better use and priority of compostables
(Arnosti noted the organics pilot project with Eurekaand Macdester Grovdand) Dr. Connet
suggested that anaerobic digestion was a better project in rural areas with integrated farming and
co-composting. Further, Dr. Connet asserted that even the advances in science were not
eliminating the nanoparticle or dioxin problems and there are still additiond questions to be
rased: How well are workers monitored? Has the debt been paid off from the Minneapolis
incinerator? Dr. Connet was asked to explain his position on biomass incinerators and he



shared his understanding that this area did not have enough clean biomass to support a biomass
facility withou RDF, athough this would produce fewer emissionsthan cod or fuel oil #6.
There are concernsregarding the Minnesota statute, which alows for 30% RDF in a biomass
facility. He noted tha pandists should dso be concerned about lead, cadmium, mercury, and the
new, exotic metals bang used in commerce. Dr. Connet aso stated tha carbonneutrdity is
challenging, and mulch or composting has a more positive impact on carbon sequestration.

What is the cost for a natural gas facility?

Given thetrangtion of videotape and status of meeting time, Watters made the request that public
testimony occur as close to announced time as possible.
